
Report of work from June 2007-May 2008 – Yan Kwong (Hong Kong Volunteer) 
 

1. Orphans and Vulnerable Children (OVC) Sponsorship Program 

- Duration: June 2007-May 2008 (one year program) 

- Objectives: By sponsoring the OVC in the Bui Division to pursue their education in schools, we intend to 

reduce the number of drop out students due to financial inabilities, thus promoting a positive change in the 

lives of these unfortunate children. 

- Target groups: Children aged between 3-16 years old (From nursery to secondary school) who are either 

losing one or both parents, or the parents are disabled or HIV patients, without the ability to take care of the 

child.  

- Sources of donation: Hong Kong (China), Netherlands, USA, Germany, etc. 

- Items of sponsorship: School fees, textbooks and exercise books, stationery, uniform, etc.  

- General description of the problems encountered this year: This is the third year of the program since it was 

started in year 2005. The major problem for this year is the lack of financial assistance from local or foreign 

countries compared to the large number of OVC in our program. Since there is not enough money to pay the 

school fees, children are being driven from schools continuously during the year. Secondly, there are 

children doubly sponsored by our NGO and other similar organizations, which will deprive the other poor 

families from being benefited. Thirdly, the contact persons who are working with us in different regions are 

not able to provide enough time for the project, e.g. visit OVC in house and schools, etc.  

- Suggestions of improvements: To keep a close relationship with the past donors (e.g. write regular donor 

reports and appreciation letters from the children) to increase the chance they are going to continue 

sponsoring their OVC, so the next volunteer who comes for the project have time for new fundraising before 

the children are being driven for school fees. Secondly, keep close contact with other similar organizations 

who sponsor OVC in this locality (e.g. have regular meetings) to make sure there is no children doubly 

sponsored. Thirdly, hiring workers to take care of children in different regions and substitute the role of 

contact persons, to increase the efficiency of work.  

  

  
 



2. HIV/AIDS Secondary School Education Program 

- Duration: October 2007-March 2008 (6 months program) 

- Objectives: By increasing students’ awareness and knowledge of HIV/AIDS and other sexual hazards and 

how to protect themselves against them, we intend to reduce the number of infected people in the 

community.  

- Target groups: Secondary school students in selected schools (GBHS Kumbo, GSS Kitiwum, GSS Shisong, 

GSS Kikaikelaki, IHS Kumbo, ICC Kumbo) 

- Sources of finances: NAVTI Foundation NGO 

- Programs undergone: Monthly health seminars on HIV and sexual health topics, HIV week activities (26th 

Nov-30th Nov), World AIDS Day youth education, etc.  

- General description of the problems encountered this year: Lack of financial assistance from foreign 

countries hinder the expansion of program, e.g. to provide free voluntary counseling and testing (VCT) of 

HIV to selected students. Secondly, lack of health teaching workers to participate in the teaching program. 

Thirdly, the school teachers and principal are not cooperative enough to make sure program can be held 

smooth in their schools, e.g. there are no students for the programmed health seminar on a particular date.  

- Suggestions of improvements: To join in partnership with other local organizations which have more 

resources, both financial and technical, for HIV education in schools, e.g. Shisong Hospital, in order to 

expand the program. Secondly, assign health workers in NAVTI Foundation to take up the role to teach in 

the school or act as an assistant. Thirdly, to avoid problems of no students in the school for health education, 

confirm with the teachers in charge before the date and choose the time of moral education or health club 

period to go to the schools.  

  

  



3. Nursing School teaching in Nseh 

- Duration: Oct 2007-March 2008 (once weekly and staying overnight each time, for 6 months) 

- Objectives: To provide basic nursing care knowledge and practical experience to villagers who want to be a 

medical professionals in the future.  

- Sources of income: school fees of enrolled students 

- Items under allowance: photocopying and printing of notes, transport to and from the village (Nseh) – 

Altogether 10000 CFA for 4 weeks (1 month) 

- General description of the problems encountered this year: There is no financial allowance during the six 

months of work, because the some students are not paying fees as satisfactory progress. Secondly, the 

students newly enrolled this year were not all writing the entrance exam, so their level is not up to basic 

standard. There is difficulty to teach and handle a class with students of very different learning potentials. 

Thirdly, there is lack of teachers and facilities e.g. blackboard, chairs, etc. to ensure a good quality teaching.  

- Suggestions of improvements: Students who are not being able to pay for advance school fees should not be 

allowed to continue schooling, because this is unfair for those who have paid on time. Secondly, students 

should write the entrance exam and undergo an interview before enrollment, to make sure they are people 

capable and enthusiastic to work in the medical field. Parts of the school fees paid should be used to pay 

teachers on time, and to supply the equipment required for the class.
